A Local Artist’s Studio

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     Among Dallas’ many and just claims to fame is the fact that she can boast of an artist-colony, composed of several artists, who are enjoying national and international recognition.  Prominently identified with this group is Edward G. Eisenlohr, a local artist, whose landscapes are claiming the praise of the foremost critics of the States, several of his canvases having been exhibited in the National Academy of Design, New York City., the Corcoran Gallery, Washington, D.C., The Philadelphia Water Color Club, San Francisco Fair, Texas State Fair and elsewhere.

      Mr. Eisenlohr is essentially an exponent of “great art”-- art that appeals to the highest emotions of the greatest number of people for the greatest length of time –therefore enduring art. Even his simplest sketches evidence his broad conception of art-power.  The most exacting connoisseur will find incorporated in his work these all-important factors; beneficent conception, expression, composition -- which embraces concentration of idea, unity of subject, rhythm of line and balance of spacing, drawing, color and technique.  

      This artist has just returned from a sketching tour through New Mexico and other points in the West.  As a result his already large collection of landscapes is greatly enriched with many very, very worthy oils, portraying the fascination of that rugged western country, where “To him, who in the love of nature, Holds communion with her visible forms, She speaks a various language.”  

     All who are familiar with art, realize that to paint a true sky is more than achievement.  In all of Mr. Eisenlohr’s paintings his skies are superb.  As you stroll through his studio and glimpse the canvas on which a fleecy cloud is floating through a sky, rivaling those of Italy, and then another with exquisite opalescent vapors hanging low over rugged mountains bearded with truant sage brush and cactus, you feel that you have been magically transported to the “wild and woolly West” until the voices of those about you call you back to the “Land of Actualities.”  So perfect is the atmospheric effect in the latter canvas, that it is rather felt than seen – a true triumph in art.

     His paintings, “November,” exhibited last winter at the National academy of Design, New York, and “Evenin at the Creek,” at the City Art Museum of St. Louis, are favorites with all visitors to his studio.

Biographically

     It will be of interest to many to know that Mr. Eisenlohr can almost boast of being a “native Texan” since he moved from Ohio with his family when only two years of age.  Most of his early life was spent in Dallas.  While employed in a local bank he felt the lure of art and soon forsook the frenzied world of finance for the more interesting one of art.  He attributes much of his success to the early training he enjoyed under Frank Reaugh, the veteran painter of Texas, and Julian Onderdonk.  He subsequently studied at Woodstock, amide the Catskills, later spending some years abroad.  He was the master pupil of Gustave Schoenleber at Karlsruhe.  He did much profitable study in the art galleries of Italy and elsewhere on the continent, also London.  

     Efforts of his brush are found in permanent collections of the Dallas Art Gallery, Elizazbeth Ney Museum, Austin, and in several private collections.  He is a member of the Salmagundi Club, New York City, one of the oldest and most aristocratic art clubs in the States.  The Dallas Art Association and Dallas Artists’ Guild claim the honor of his membership.

     Without doubt the next few years will find Mr. Eisenlohr ranking with the fost (sic) famous painters of landscape in the world, thus reflecting a signal honor on Dallas and the great Southwest, that he will have made famous with his canvases.
